Guidelines

1.
What is the Arts Trust of Scotland?

1.1
The Arts Trust of Scotland is an independent Scottish Charitable trust.  There are eight Trustees.  The Trust funds are used to support a small number of emerging artists with significant potential by awarding grants to applicants who meet the Trust’s aim.

1.2
The Trust’s aim is to support:

· artists of considerable talent to develop their skill, ideas and potential.

· the development of emerging artists who live and work in Scotland.

2.
What is ‘emerging’

2.1
The Trustees definition of emerging is:  

· an artist who in currently in, or has been out of full-time art education (including mature students) for no more than five years.  

· first publication, CD, CD-Rom or DVD.  

· first solo exhibition or performance (or collective duo) rather than group show.  

· equipment or instrument purchase, the artist should be able to demonstrate ‘emerging’ within their application.

2.2
The main criteria for selection are:

· the artistic quality of the project

· verification of the artist’s potential

2.3
Examples of areas to which the Trustees could award funds are:

· help to purchase essential materials or “tools of the trade” including musical instruments.

· assistance to arts projects which include opportunities for an individual artist to develop his or her skills and talents.

· assistance to artists to enable them to work with an experienced artist in a particular artform, or to attend short tuition courses, seminars and the like.

· assistance with expenses connected with the launching of an artist in 

any artform,  e.g. debut exhibitions; debut concerts; showcasing events;


first publications.

2.4
It should be noted however that the above list is in no way exhaustive, and the Trustees will consider all applications which fit the stated criteria (ref. 2.1/2.2). 

3.
Ineligibility

The Trustees will not consider applications for:

· individuals seeking funding for full-time courses of study.

· general fund raising drives.

· projects outwith the arts.

· organisations applying on behalf of individuals (ie. the Trustees will not fund bursaries awarded through organisations – only directly to individuals).

4.
How do I apply?

4.1 Complete the application cover form with your personal details.

4.2
Enclose a full written description of your project explaining:

· how it fits the criteria

· what end result or outcome is hoped for

· a brief description of your background and training where applicable


And making sure it includes:

· a full budget

(The budget for your project indicates clearly all known income and expenditure.  Please identify clearly the grant amount you are asking for and the status of any other money applied for from other trusts or organisations).

· the names, addresses and telephone numbers of two referees who can comment on your artistic abilities.

4.3
Evidence of your artistic style and ability.  This should not include any original or master material which cannot be replaced and you must provide suitable packing for their return with stamps.  The Trustees will not accept responsibility for work lost or damaged in transit.  Material submitted must be relevant to the application and can include:

· photographs supplied in digital format on a CD

· CD, CD-Rom or DVD (one only)

· scripts – extract only, plus synopsis

· storyboard

4.4
Trustees will disregard any applications which are incomplete or which do not contain sufficient information on which a judgement can be made.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure the application is adequate.

5.
What size of grant can I expect?

5.1
The Trust allocates about £24,000 each year and decisions will be taken at Trustee meetings twice a year.  Awards are likely to be between £500 and £2,000, with a maximum of only about 10 successful applicants.

7.1
Applications should be submitted by the application deadline, Tuesday 24 August 2010 and will be considered by the Trustees on Tuesday 14 September 2010.
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
